Teachers have been working all term to help students make that shift and we will include
some information with the report card to help you have a conversation with your child about their
progress. This shift is a result of the curriculum and a move to trying to help students understand
their learning and what they need to continue to work on, rather than just what mark they received.
We know that for those families that this is a change, it will take some time, but truly believe that
this is best for students as it will help them understand their strengths, challenges and what they
can focus on moving forward.
